In May 2010, the NLM Board of Regents approved the establishment of an ad hoc Working Group on Disaster Health Information Management.  The group was formed to review the current activities of NLM’s Disaster Information Management Research Center (DIMRC) and provide guidance on future authorization, support and direction for DIMRC.  The Working Group will make recommendations for the inclusion of NLM/DIMRC in national agenda for disaster preparedness and response.  In addition, it will assist in revising priorities and resource allocations/estimates to address how NLM can enhance its contributions to the nation’s disaster information management agenda.  Specifically, the Working Group will address the following questions:


1)     Are the current activities of DIMRC useful to the disaster medicine and public health community? Are they adequately funded?


2)     What opportunities to advance information management in disaster medicine and public health play to NLM’s strengths and capabilities?  What resources would NLM need to pursue these opportunities?


3)     What level of effort (staff and funding) is recommended for NLM regarding disaster medicine and public health informatics research?


4)     How can NLM strategically integrate with existing programs in the public and private sector regarding disaster preparedness, response, and recovery both domestically and internationally?


The Working Group is expected to have two in-person meetings at NLM, with additional teleconferences and email contact as needed, or possibly a videoconference.  The Chair of the Working Group will present an oral report to the Board in February 2012 and submit a written report in May 2012.

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The Emergency Access Initiative (EAI) is a partnership of the National Library of Medicine, the National Network of Libraries of Medicine, and the Professional/Scholarly Publishing Division of the Association of American Publishers and other publishers. EAI provides temporary free access to full text articles from major biomedicine titles to healthcare professionals, librarians, and the public affected by disasters. 

Access to biomedical literature through the Emergency Access Initiative is only available to those affected by the disaster and for those providing assistance to the affected population. This email discussion forum is for librarians, information specialists, and other professionals interested in disaster health information outreach to their communities. As a participant in this listserv, you can stay informed about current disaster-related resources, connect to colleagues in the field, engage in information exchange and learn about new ideas, trends, training opportunities, and conferences in the area of disaster health information. 
Disaster Information Outreach Symposium 

The first symposium on disaster information outreach was held at the National Library of Medicine on March 29-30, 2011. The symposium brought together and celebrated all facets of librarians’ and libraries’ efforts to be forward-leaning in offering information services related to disasters and public health emergencies. It was both a culmination of three years of effort in building the Disaster Information Specialist program as well as an opportunity for NLM and symposium participants to consider next steps for the Disaster Information Specialist Program. 

The Symposium hosted 200 attendees from 29 US states, Canada and Costa Rica, and another 250+ watched the symposium via live videocast. HHS Assistant Secretary for Preparedness and Response Nicole Lurie, MD, gave the keynote address. Speakers from federal and state government, the military, academia, hospital libraries, university libraries and volunteer organizations discussed their experiences and presented research results. 
Disaster Information Specialization Program of the Medical Library Association and NLM 

DIMRC contracted with the Medical Library Association (MLA) to survey interest in continuing education courses on disaster information topics, to develop core competencies and course objectives for a series of courses on disaster topics, and to develop and offer one course in the series in 2011. The survey was completed in March 2011 with nearly 700 responses and the results will be posted soon. MLA hosted a workgroup on March 30, 2011 with 30 invited information professionals active in disaster information work to advise on roles for librarians in disaster preparedness, response and recovery and to begin developing core competencies.
