[bookmark: _GoBack]Narrator: Welcome to TOXMAP.  

TOXMAP uses maps of the United States and Canada to show the amounts and locations of toxic chemicals released into the environment, as well as the location of hazardous waste sites.

This tutorial highlights key TOXMAP features.

This is first window you see when entering TOXMAP.

The first links help you learn about TOXMAP and its data. 

Remember, TOXMAP does not show all sources of toxic chemicals in the environment. 

For example, pesticides, chemical spills, and accidents are not covered by TOXMAP.

While exploring TOXMAP move your mouse over certain highlighted terms for more information.

The list of options on the Welcome window offers several choices of what you can do with TOXMAP.

These options are also found on the toolbar.

Start browsing TOXMAP by clicking Go.
	
You can browse TOXMAP data in several ways.  

Move the map by clicking and dragging it.  

Zoom in and out with the zoom control or the mouse wheel.  

Turn map layers on and off by checking the boxes.  

Or click on points on the map to get more detail about a facility.

Use the “Zoom to Location” tool to zoom to a particular address, city, state, or ZIP code.

This moves the map to the location you entered.  

You can also zoom the map to specific coordinates.

Use the Search tool to search TRI and Superfund data. 

To limit your results, enter either a chemical, a year, and/or a location, then press Search.  

A list of search results will appear in a new window. 

Click on results in the list or on the colored points on the map to get details.  

Notice that you can switch between TRI and Superfund results lists.

You can go back to browsing all TOXMAP data by selecting the “Browse TOXMAP” radio button. 

Switch back to your search results by selecting “Show Search Results”.

You can learn more about searching in the “Searching TOXMAP” tutorial.

To see more of your map, collapse the Search Results and the Map Contents windows.

The "U.S. Census & Health Data" tool overlays demographic and health data on your map, color-coded by county. 

Choose a category with the tabs, then select a layer from the lists to show it on your map.

You can see only one layer at a time on your map.  

Mouse over the colored legend bar to show the values for each color range.  

Turn the selected layer on and off with the Show Demographic Data checkbox.

The Bookmarks tool lets you zoom the map to a pre-set location.

You can also name and save your current map area so that you can zoom to it later.

The Chemical Information tool provides more information about toxic chemicals.

Choose a chemical, then double-click on its name for links to more information about that chemical. 

Remember, this list only contains chemicals from TOXMAP’s TRI and Superfund data.

You can print your map by selecting the Print icon on the toolbar.  

You can print everything on your screen (including any windows) or just the map itself.

The Help window offers a variety of content to help you use and understand TOXMAP, including an FAQ, Glossary, and tutorials like this one. 

Be sure to read the TOXMAP Quick Tips section for tips about using TOXMAP.

You can minimize most windows and move them somewhere else on your map.  

Click on the small window’s icon to bring the original window back to full size.  

The “close” icon makes the window disappear.  

Tool windows can be brought back from the toolbar.

As you use TOXMAP, keep in mind that the "Welcome" icon in the upper right of the screen returns you to the Welcome window but keeps your current map intact.

The "Start Over" button begins a new TOXMAP session and clears all searches.

At any time, you can click the Home icon to return to the TOXMAP home page.
